In a front-page interview for the paper, Isa Mustafa, the Prime Minister of Kosovo, said he believes that the majority of Democratic League of Kosovo (LDK) MPs will respect the agreement with the Democratic Party of Kosovo (PDK) and vote in favor of Hashim Thaci’s nomination as President of Kosovo in 2016.
