Intelligence chief resigns (dailies)
The head of the Kosovo Intelligence Agency (KIA), Bashkim Smakaj, resigned from his post on Friday. Media report that Smakaj made this step at the request of Prime Minister Isa Mustafa. Dailies report that Mustafa’s decision to remove Smakaj from his post as KIA chief is one of the actions that PM is undertaking to “clean the agency from dubious elements.” The Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs, Hashim Thaci is insisting that Smakaj be appointed as Kosovo Ambassador to Japan.

Kosovo Prime Minister Isa Mustafa, assessed as immature the statement of Minister for Communities and Returns, Aleksandar Jablanovic, who, according to Zeri,  insulted the families of missing persons, calling them "beasts". "We think that Jablanovic's statement was reckless,” said Mustafa. “But we have to keep in mind that the minister has publicly clarified his statement and his position," he added.
