Former international envoy for the status of Kosovo, Wolfgang Ischinger said the Kosovo Assembly members should find the courage to push forward the creation of the special court no matter who the possible indictees could be. “This court would bring decisions that would offer justice not injustice”, said Ischinger.

Hyseni: Kosovo is not immune from terror attacks (Zeri/Lajmi)

Kosovo’s Minister of Internal Affairs, Skender Hyseni, told Lajmi.net that the recent threats of terrorist acts in Kosovo are being taken seriously by the relevant institutions. According to him, terrorism is a global concern and Kosovo cannot be immune to these threats. He said the handicap facing Kosovo Police in this global war is the lack of exchange of information with the police of other countries, as a result of non-membership of Interpol and other mechanisms.

Kosovo Mufti: ISIS is an enemy of Islam! (Epoka e Re)

In a front-page interview for the paper, Mufti Naim Ternava, the head of the Islamic Community of Kosovo, said that the fighting of Kosovars alongside ISIS is damaging the image of Kosovo. Tmava called on citizens “not to fall prey to anonymous people who are bringing terror to humanity in the name of religion”. “Islam has nothing to do with violence, terror or destruction. Islam is a religion of peace, respect, love and understanding,” he added.

The KFOR Commander in Kosovo, Francesco Paolo Figliuolo, said on Wednesday in Decan/Decani that Kosovo is not more a target of terrorism than other countries. “I think that this threat exists in the entire world and in my opinion, it is not a specific threat, but a global one, and it is not as if Kosovo is more of a target than the other countries,” He said. He also spoke about last week’s case when several people were arrested at Badovc Lake. “I can say that the Kosovo Police did a tremendous job in preventing and reacting towards this phenomenon. I believe that the police was prosecuting and following the suspects for terrorism,” Figliuolo said.

President Jahjaga received by Queen Elizabeth II (dailies)

Kosovo’s President Atifete Jahjaga was received yesterday by Queen Elizabeth II of the United Kingdom, with the highest honours in the Royal Court at Buckingham Palace. “Jahjaga considered the meeting with Queen Elizabeth II as a historic meeting, which carries a special significance for Kosovo and which ensures the UK’s support for Kosovo and its people,” noted a press release sent by Jahjaga’s Office. 

Belgrade gives €10 million for the Association/Community (Zeri)

The paper on its front page writes that the Government of Serbia has allocated the first package of 10 million euros for the Association/Community of Serb-majority Municipalities that is expected to be established in the northern Kosovo. This amount will be dedicated only to education and health, for a short period of time. According to the paper, millions of euros will be allocated for economic development, infrastructure and other sectors that directly affect the lives of Kosovo Serbs.

The suspect is still at large and law enforcement authorities have called on citizens to cooperate with police if they have any information regarding the incident. 
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
